WHAT IS HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUS WASTE?

Household hazardous waste (HHW) is anything
labeled with a skull & crossbones, or words like
“toxic,” "poison," "flammable," “combustible,” etc.
coming from a household. Most homes have a
fair number of HHW products stored in the

garage, basement, shed, bathroom, and kitchen.

Hazardous substances can easily catch on fire or
can react or explode when mixed with other
substances. Just as they require special care
when you use them, they require special care
when you throw them away. Otherwise, you
may cause serious injury to yourself, your loved
ones, and pets. When you don't dispose of them
properly, you could pollute the environment by
poisoning the sewer and septic systems,
drinking water, groundwater, and the earth.

products. Most everything in

your home can be cleaned with
a few cheap, safe, and
easy-to-use ingredients you can
combine yourself, like tap water,
baking soda, vinegar, and
plant-based liquid soap.
